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The year 2007 mar ked two an ni -
ver sa ries: it was 25 years sin ce
the first pu bli shed re port of

AIDS and 10 years sin ce the an no un -
ce ment abo ut the ef fec ti ve ness of hi -
gh ly ac ti ve an ti re tro vi ral the ra py at the
In ter na tio nal AIDS Con fe ren ce in
Van co uver. But the re was lit tle cau se
for ce le bra tion. Mo re than 25 mil lion
pe ople had died from AIDS and mil -
lions of chil dren had be en or pha ned.
Eve ry day, 7500 pe ople we re be ing in -
fec ted with HIV, 5800 pe ople we re dy -
ing from AIDS -re la ted il l nes ses and
still on ly 24%1 of tho se in ne ed had ac -
cess to tre at ment. 

In 2007, the re we re mo re new in -
fec tions and mo re AIDS de aths than
ever be fo re, and the re was evi den ce2

that so me co un tries (for exam ple,
Ugan da) we re se eing a re sur gen ce in
HIV in fec tion ra tes which pre vio usly
had be en sta ble or dec li ning. The la -
test UNA IDS da ta3 re ve aled that the
num ber of pe ople li ving with HIV
had in cre ased in eve ry re gion of the
world, but the re was a dec li ne in new
in fec tions in abo ut 10 co un tries. In
most high -in co me co un tries, num bers
of pe ople li ving with HIV ha ve ri sen
be cau se an ti re tro vi ral drugs ke eps se -
ro po si ti ve pe ople ali ve, whi le at the sa -
me ti me other pe ople con ti nue to
be co me in fec ted with HIV. 

In low- and mid dle -in co me co un -
tries, an es ti ma ted 250 000 to 350 000
de aths we re aver ted in 2005 as a con se -
qu en ce of new tre at ment pro gram me s4.
The re we re al so si gns of a chan ge in
pe ople’s se xu al be ha vio ur in tho se co -
un tries expe rien cing a dec li ne in new
in fec tions. In each of the se co un tries,
the re was strong evi den ce that pe ople
we re in cre asing the ir use of con doms,
de lay ing the first ti me they ha ve se xu -
al in ter co ur se and ha ving fe wer se xu -
al part ners.

The year 2007 al so mar ked the
10th an ni ver sa ry of UNA IDS. After a
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dif fi cult ‘birth’ and first few years,
UNA IDS is now ful ly ac cep ted as part
of the Uni ted Na tions ‘fa mi ly’ and the
de ve lop ment world ge ne ral ly. The fu -
tu re chan ging aspects of the epi de mic
will pre sent UNA IDS and the in ter na -
tio nal com mu ni ty with new and va ried
chal len ges as they re spond to and se -
ek to re ver se the epi de mic. The fol lo -
wing pa ges iden ti fy so me pro ba ble
chal len ges and sum ma ri se so me of the
achie ve ments of the last ten years.

PUT TING AIDS ON THE PO LI TI -
CAL AGEN DA 

Un do ub te dly, and the re is ge ne ral
agre ement on this, UNA IDS’ ma jor
achie ve ment has be en, thro ugh its ad -
vo ca cy and in part ner ship with others,
to pla ce AIDS high on the po li ti cal
agen da of glo bal, re gio nal and na tio -
nal le aders and po wer ful or ga ni za -
tions. In 1996, no one co uld ha ve
fo re se en that the UN Se cu ri ty Co un -
cil wo uld de ba te AIDS as a ma jor se -
cu ri ty risk, as they did in Ja nu ary
2000, nor that the re wo uld be the first
Uni ted Na tions Ge ne ral As sem bly
Spe cial Ses sion (UNGASS) on a he alth
is sue – AIDS, as the re was in Ju ne
2001. 

In low- and mid dle -in co me co un -
tries, the re has be en a mo ve from de -
nial to en ga ge ment, both na tio nal ly
and in re gio nal gro upings such as the
Afri can Union, the As so cia tion of So -
uth -East Asian Na tions, and the Ca rib -
be an Com mu ni ty (CA RI COM). In
ne ar ly 40 co un tries, the na tio nal AIDS
re spon se is led by he ads of go vern -
ment or sta te, or the ir de pu ties. AIDS
is firm ly on the agen da of the Gro up

of Eight (G8), the World Eco no mic
Fo rum and other such bo dies. Mo re
than 200 in ter na tio nal com pa nies are
mem bers of the Glo bal Bu si ness Co -
ali tion on AIDS and ma ny tra de
unions worl dwi de are ac ti ve ly en ga -
ged in the strug gle.

In rich co un tries, do nors ha ve be -
co me far mo re com mit ted to work on
HIV. Not that UNA IDS wo uld cla im it
has achie ved this alo ne. It has wor ked
in part ner ship with a ra ther ec lec tic
and con tem po ra ry band of play ers –
pe ople li ving with HIV and other ac ti -
vi sts, a wi de ran ge of non go vern men -
tal or ga ni za tions from ti ny gras sro ots
to in ter na tio nal or ga ni za tions, bu si -
ness le aders, fa ith -ba sed or ga ni za -
tions, fo un da tions run by bil lio na ires
and for mer he ads of sta te and nu me -
ro us ce le bri ties.

The re is a ge ne ral con sen sus that
UNA IDS is a vi tal glo bal re fe ren ce po -
int for a wi de ran ge of da ta and in for -
ma tion on the AIDS epi de mic and the
re spon ses to it, as well as the trac king
of re so ur ce ne eds.

From its in cep tion, UNA IDS has
be en a na tu ral pa th fin der for UN re -
form. When the UN was fo un ded mo -
re than 60 years ago, the world was a
ve ry dif fe rent pla ce and the UN’s sys -
tems we re, to so me extent, es ta bli shed
to re spond to dif fe rent glo bal con cerns. 

In the ear ly days of the epi de mic,
AIDS chal len ged the way the UN wor -
ked and the aim of cre ating UNA IDS
was to chan ge this. UNA IDS, it has
often be en sa id, was not abo ut ‘bu si -
ness as usu al’. The man da te for the
new Pro gram me was to pro vi de le -
ader ship on the glo bal re spon se and
po li cy, and to en su re co or di na tion and
co he ren ce across the UN sys tem in re -
spon ding to the AIDS epi de mic. It was
se en as es sen tial to ma xi mi ze the col -
lec ti ve ef fec ti ve ness of the co spon so -
ring agen cies.

CONC LU SION 
Gi ven the ma ny chal len ges to the

glo bal and na tio nal re spon ses to
AIDS, UNA IDS will con ti nue to play
a vi tal ro le in the re spon se to AIDS for
ma ny years to co me. Pro gress has un -
do ub te dly be en ma de in its first de ca -
de but HIV in fec tions and AIDS
de aths con ti nue to ri se. 

Thus the or ga ni za tion must play
an im por tant ro le in the AIDS re spon -
se. UNA IDS will con ti nue to en ga ge
the Uni ted Na tions sys tem to as sist co -
un tries in de ve lo ping and ma in ta ining
ef fec ti ve re spon se to the AIDS epi de -
mic. 

UNA IDS’ im me dia te ob jec ti ve for
the next few years is cle ar: sup por ting
co un tries to mo ve to wards the go al of
uni ver sal ac cess to HIV pre ven tion
pro gram mes, tre at ment, ca re and sup -
port. Ho we ver, the ever -pre sent chal -
len ge for UNA IDS – and its ma ny
part ners – is to pro mo te con ti nu ing
chan ge in ma ny are as; in wor king wi -
thin the UN sys tem and along si de
other part ners in de ve lop ment to over -
turn po ver ty and in e qu ali ty, to com bat
stig ma and in ju sti ce and de fend hu -
man ri ghts, to ena ble pe ople li ving
with HIV to cla im the ir ri ghts and to
thus gi ve vo ice to the vo ice less and po -
wer less. At the sa me ti me, UNA IDS
must fight for a re spon se in terms of
po li ti cal com mit ment, fun ding and
po li cy that is both su sta ined and fle xi -
ble eno ugh to adapt to the as yet unfo -
re se en chal len ges ahe ad.The re spon se
to AIDS has to be as com plex as the
epi de mic it self; the abi li ty to re spond
to chan ges in the epi de mic is es sen tial
if it is ever to be over co me.
